Office, 2nd Floor Riverside Building before elimination rounds.
Previous title-holders (Mr & Ms VTC Grand Winners) and previously involved persons
(former hosts, etc.) and any other people who may be too related to VTC and the event
are not allowed to join.
Secondary schools and all municipalities across Catanduanes will have at least one
male and one female teen representative, or more.
The Elimination Round will start on, March 15, 22, 29 April 5,12, 26 and May 3,10 2025
with a total of 8 elimination rounds
Talent & Festival Competition of Mr & Ms VTC on May 17, 2025.
The Grand Coronation Night will be on May 31, 2024.
Both the Elimination Round and Grand Coronation Night will be held at VTC Metrowalk
